Boonton Arts invites
students from local schools
to participate in Dog Days
of Summer 2022! \

It's that time of year again and Boonton Arts invites your school to participate in the 2022 Dog Days of
Summer public art project benefitting NorthStar Pet Rescue and local schools. Dog Days of Summer serves
as a unique opportunity for student artists and individuals to use their talents for the benefit of the community,
animals in need, and the arts. Students are invited to use the templates attached to create designs for
possible sponsorship. Designs are due by February 22nd 2022.

Students who receive sponsorship will receive a blank poly resin dog or cat to bring their design to life.

The designs are sponsored by the public at a sponsorship reception taking place March 4th 2022 from 6-9pm
at Speakeasy Art Gallery as well as online via our website www.boontonarts.org. The completed statues
MUST be dropped off to Speakeasy Art Gallery by May 8th.

When the statues are completed and unveiled on June 3rd, they attract viewers from all over the county and
beyond. For the duration of the summer the dogs and cats are available on our website www.boontonarts.org
for a donation benefitting NorthStar Pet Rescue, Boonton Arts, and local schools. Any statues that are not
purchased by the end of the summer are then auctioned at the closing party and live art auction in October.
One third of the adoption portion of the donation for dogs and cats will go to the schools the students attend.
Over the past 10 years more than $18,000 has been donated back to local schools thanks to their student’s
participation. This project is a great opportunity to show students the importance of giving back and that they
can make a difference and have fun at the same time!

Selection & Approval Process

1) The “Boonton Arts Dog Days of Summer” committee will review all submission packages for
inclusion in the project.

2) Designs approved by the committee will be presented to the sponsors for consideration at the
Sponsor Party and Artists Reception. The sponsor will make the final selection of the design and notify
Boonton Arts.

3) All artists will be informed when their design has been selected by a sponsor.

4) The artist's school will receive a 33.3% share from the gross auction price of the sculpture.
Sculptures must be completed by the due date!

Technical Notes & Design Criteria (please read closely)
1) Artists may alter the basic form but cannot compromise its structural integrity.

2) The artist may paint, sculpt, transform or adorn the form. Any object that is affixed to a form must be
attached in a way that it cannot easily be removed or broken. DAS air-dry clay applied well can be
effective for adding sculptural effects. Magic Sculpt or Apoxie Sculpt are ideal for sculptural elements.

3) Sculptures are exposed to high amounts of sunlight while on display and are subject to fading, DO
NOT USE TEMPRA PAINT, acrylic paints and a u/v coating are recommended. Do not use markers or

sharpie they will fade in the sun. Oil based paint markers are ok to use.

4) Designs must be appropriate for public display. Designs that are inappropriate in nature will not be
accepted. Corporate logos and advertising are not permitted. A review panel will evaluate all designs.
This review panel has the sole discretion to accept or reject any design.



Acknowledgment for Artists

Artists participating in the 2022 Boonton Arts Dog Days of Summer project will be acknowledged in the
following ways:

1) The artist, title, and sponsor of each Dog or Cat will be displayed on a plaque which will be mounted
on the base of each form.

2) The artist, title, and sponsor of each Dog or Cat will be listed in the “Dog Days of Summer” brochure
which will include a map that indicates the location of each sculpture.

4) The Dog or Cat, along with its artist and sponsor, will be featured in both print and social media
throughout the season.
